
On Wednesday February 7, 2007 a Marseilles theatre company "La 
Part du Pauvre" organizes a “true-false” identity check at 
Saint-Charles station, in the presence of numerous members of the 
RESF network.

On November 11, 2006 Mr Douibi, father of two and residing in 
Marseilles with no legal status, is driven to Marignane airport to be 
deported. The RESF 13  is activated.
 

On November 25, 2006 the town hall of the 13th and 14th districts of 
Marseilles is crowded. A civic sponsorship ceremony is celebrated 
for children of undocumented parents.

On December 1, 2006 Kazim Kustul, a Turkish young man aged 22 
is found dead in his “bedroom” at the Canet detention centre in 
Marseilles. A silent march in his memory is organized a few days 
later.

On Thursday March 15,2007 the RESF 13 learns that Sedat Tastan, 
a Kurdish young man aged 19, is to be deported the next day by 
airplane. A rally is called for in front of the Canet detention centre that 
evening.

phenomena rarely or summarily treated by the dominant media.

The Education Without Borders Network (RESF) is an informal network made up of collectives, associations, trade unions and 
individuals campaigning for the regularisation of undocumented families with children going to school.
On June 26, 2004 a meeting was held at the Paris Trade Union Hall bringing together teachers, state education staff, 
schoolchildren’s parents, social workers, collectives, trade unions and associations with a common preoccupation: the precarious 
situation of undocumented young adults going to school and of undocumented families with minors going to school (from 
kindergarten to university). They decided to create a supporting network for these young people, the RESF network.
In January 2008, the national network was made up of 221 organisations including 103 local RESF collectives.
